Household bleach begins as salt water and does not contain free chlorine.
During household use and disposal, household bleach quickly and completely
breaks down. About 95-98% of it breaks down to salt and water, and the
remainder is effectively treated by sewer or septic systems. Because it doesn’t
survive these sewage treatments, bleach doesn't contaminate ground water.
